On 08/20/2024 at approximately 4:34 PM, the Oshkosh Police Department 

was notified of an accident on HWY 21 at N. Westhaven Dr. in the City of 
Oshkosh, involving a female riding a bicycle and a car.  
 

Investigation revealed that the female was riding her bicycle and rode into 
the intersection. She was then struck by a 62-year-old female from 
Oshkosh, who was traveling westbound on HWY 21.
