OSHKOSH, WI (November 22, 2024): The Oshkosh Police Department
investigated a disturbance with a weapon that occurred at a residence
located in the 700 Block of Nicolet Avenue in the City of Oshkosh.

On 11/21/2024 at approximately 11:20 AM, Officers from the Oshkosh
Police Department were dispatched to a weapons call in the 700 Block of
Nicolet Avenue. They received information that there had been a physical
disturbance between two individuals and that a male had been stabbed by a
female.

Upon arrival on scene, the male was no longer there. Officers searched the
area and were later advised that the male had been transported by an
acquaintance to a local hospital due to injuries sustained during this
altercation. During the disturbance, the male had entered into the female’s
residence without her consent, physically assaulted her and prevented her
from leaving.

The male and female are known to each other and this appears to be an
isolated incident. The 29-year-old male from Oshkosh is in custody for:
Disorderly Conduct, False Imprisonment, Criminal Damage to Property, and
Battery.
